The Cavallaro and Cleary Visual Arts Foundation

(CCART) is a 501(c)3 non-profit charitable organization
established in 1999 by founders Marie Cavallaro and John Cleary
to support visual art scholarships. The primary goal of CCART is
to provide scholarships to talented high school seniors, residing
in the nine counties of the Lower Eastern Shore of Delaware,
Maryland and Virginia, who are seeking continuing education in
the study of visual arts at the institution of their choice. Schol-
arship awards are determined by a portfolio review of student

applicants held each spring.

This highly competitive award is open to any
graduating senior art student residing in any
one of the nine counties of the Eastern Shore

- of Delaware (Sussex), Maryland (Caroline
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FORTHE Somerset), and Virginia (Accomack and North-
VISUAL ARTS  hamptom), pursuing a career in the visual arts.

Our primary fundraiser is CCART’s annual
Arts & Crafts Sale for Art Scholarships in which
regional professional artists and students
contribute work for sale. CCART earns 30%
income toward our scholarship fund from
these sales. Thanks to the continued support
of regional artists, area art councils, area mer-
chants, donors, friends of CCART and many
loyal customers who attend the sale, we have
awarded over $50,000 benefitting more than
90 students. Currently scholarships range from
$500 to $2,000.

Students must have:

* A minimum grade point average of 2.5.

*  Outstanding support letters from artist professionals.

*  Evidence of acceptance to a 2-4 year college or program
which leads to the study of visual art.

* Aninterview and portfolio-sketchbook review, with a
panel of art professionals, demonstrating excellence
and passion in the visual arts.

During the |2th annual fundraiser (Nov. 15-20,2011),
CCART exhibited 25 artworks from our permanent collec-
tion donated by supporting artists to promote community
art awareness. One of CCART’s missions is to share these
artworks through local and regional public exhibitions.

For Fall of 2012, in the “Gallery Under Glass” windows of the
Powell Building at the Salisbury Downtown Plaza, CCART is
presenting a retrospective exhibition of CCART award recipi-
ents from 2001-2012. This exhibition is made possible in part by
grants from SWAC, MSAC and NEA, the Community Foundation
of the Eastern Shore and support from local benefactors.

Beginning 2013, the William and Leslie Fisher Art Education Scholar-
ship for a minimum of $1,000 will be available to former CCART
applicant(s) in pursuit of an art education degree or certification.
